Abstract

The diversity in learning styles which characterizes students in institutions of higher
education makes it necessary for instructors to lecture less and make learning
environments more interactive. Active learning engages the learner with the material
being learned. Instead of simply receiving information, verbally and visually, students are
receiving and participating and doing. The purpose of this paper is to suggest strategies
for involving students more actively in environmental politics courses as a way of
instilling in them more responsibility for their own learning. Irrespective of the number
of students in the classroom there are many methods for achieving more active
involvement of students in learning processes. The active learning strategies which are
put forward in this paper are divided into three categories: a) use of questions, b) class
discussions, scenarios and debates and c) written assighments and, in particular,
environmental policymaker interview, critique of two articles, critical analysis of current
events and environmental policy memo.

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Introduction

“The accountability revolution is here to stay; NGOs are going to
remain active in global governance, claiming to express global values and
interests, but there is need to develop a framework of NGO accountability
and representativeness to hold NGOs and their networks to similar
standards as they call for in others. At the least, their participation in
global governance should be granted in return for their accountability to
a set of minimum standards for NGO integrity, expertise and performance.
Just how they might be held accountable for these standards is another
question (as also whether the standards should be the same for NGOs
based in Ghana and Cambodia as for those based in North America and
Europe). Something like an international NGO ombudsman or quality
assurance board is a possibility, to which bodies like the World Bank
could bring complaints that an NGO campaign is based on incorrect or

misleading assertions, impeding its ability to do its work” (Wade, 2009).

Other forms of political participation deteriorated such as membership of
political parties and voter turnout. So as NGOs show a growing significance within the
expanding civil society sector (Ebrahim, 2005) there are calls for greater NGO
accountability (Ebrahim, 2005, Jordan & Van Tuijl, 2006, Unerman & O’Dwyer,
2006a, 2006b, 2008). As the World Bank (2005:3, in Bendell, 2006:xi) notes “as the
influence of NGOs continues to grow, they are also attracting greater public scrutiny,

prompting calls for greater accountability”.

As Edwards (2004, in Jepson, 2005:516) points out “if NGOs challenge the
accountability of other social actors, they must themselves be accountable, otherwise
their legitimacy will decline and with it their capacity to advocate their cause

successfully.

1. Non-governmental Organisations: Definition & Importance

1.1 Definition

The term Non-governmental organization is a post-World War II expression
which was initially used by the United Nations (UN). It was used only when referring
to those societal actors which are international bodies and engage within the UN
context. In the 1980s, the term NGO had also become popular for societal actors of all
sorts working outside the UN framework, both internationally and nationally (Martens,
2002).

From a sociological point of view, NGOs are mainly defined by what they are
not. For Lador-Lederer (1963:60, in Martens, 2002), the term “non” is “non-
governmental, non-profit-making, not-uninational”. Willets (1996:5, in Martens,
2002:277), declares that NGOs are “any non-profit-making, non-violent, organized
group of people who are not seeking governmental office.” As Gray (2006, in Unerman
& O’Dwyer, 2006a:307),notes that this is a negative type of definition whereby NGOs
are defined by what they are not.

The term “governmental” excludes governmental components from the
definition of NGOs. They are made up of individuals or national groups (which contain
only individuals) and not official representatives of national governments (Russet,
1996:67, in Martens, 2002:278). Furthermore it has been argued that NGOs must not be
depended on governmental support morally or financially (Rosenau, 1998, in Martens,
2002:278). In less puritan terms, Martens (2002) has suggested the extent of
governmental support should be such that NGOs will be able to maintain themselves in
case governmental contributions are withdrawn (Martens, 2002).

Finally the term “organization” distinguishes NGOs from spontaneous forces
or movements (Merle, 1988: 388 in Martens, 2002:279). In particular NGOs are
distinct from other forms of collective action by possessing themselves at least a basic
organizational structure such as permanent members, offices, or financial income. So
we can say that NGOs are formal institutions with self-governing constitutional
arrangements (Uvin & Weiss, 1998:213, Weiss, 1996:347, in Martens, 2002:279). Thus
Martens (2002) concludes that “NGOs are formal (professionalized) independent
societal organizations whose primary aim is to promote common goals at the national

or the international level”.

According to the United Nations (2005) definition:

“A non-governmental organization (NGO) is a not-for-profit, voluntary citizens’
group, which is organized on a local, national or international level to address issues
in support of the public good. Task-oriented and made up of people with a common
interest, NGOs perform a variety of services and humanitarian functions, bring
citizens’ concerns to Governments, monitor policy and programme implementation,
and encourage participation of civil society stakeholders at the community level. They
provide analysis and expertise, serve as early warning mechanisms and help monitor
and implement international agreements. Some are organized around specific issues,
such as human rights, the environment or health. Their relationship with offices and
agencies of the United Nations (UN) system differs depending on their goals, their

venue and their mandate”
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2.0 Defining Accountability

Accountability is “generally interpreted as the means by which individuals and
organizations report to a recognized authority . . . and are held responsible for their
actions” (Edwards and Hulme, 1996b:8). According to Ebrahim (2004:194),
accountability is “not only a reactive response to overseers, but also a proactive one

linked to ensuring that the public trust is served”.

Concerning NGOs accountability many definitions are available:

“Accountability is the means by which individuals and organizations report to a
recognized authority (or authorities) and are held responsible for their actions.
Effective accountability requires a statement of goals, transparency of decision
making and relationships, and honest reporting of what resources have been
used and what has been achieved, an appraisal process for the overseeing
authority to judge whether results are satisfactory and concrete mechanisms for
holding into account (i.e. rewarding or penalizing) those responsible for

performance” (ODA, 1993, in Edwards & Hulme, 1996).

“Accountability is a process by which stakeholders are held responsible for

their actions” (Fox & Brown, 1998:12).

“Accountability is about being ‘held responsible’ by others and about ‘taking
responsibility’ for oneself” (Cornwall, Lucas & Pasteur, 2000:3, in Ebrahim,
2003:814).

In its Global Accountability Report (GAR) (Blagesku & Lloyd, 2006:13) the
One World Trust defines accountability as

“the processes through which an organisation makes a commitment to respond

to and balance the needs of stakeholders in its decision-making processes and

activities, and delivers against this commitment”.
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This definition emphasises the need for organisations to balance their response
to accountability claims and prioritise between different stakeholder groups according
to organisational missions and criteria such as influence, responsibility and
representation. It is unrealistic to expect an organisation to use the same type of
mechanisms at all times and to be equally accountable to all stakeholder groups; this

would lead to paralysis (Global Accountability Report, 2006:13).

Similarly the Global Accountability Reports (2006, 2007, 2008) have identified
four core accountability dimensions that are critical for being accountable both to
external and internal stakeholders. The dimensions are:

» Transparency. The provision of accessible and timely information to
stakeholders. To be transparent, an organisation must be open about
activities and performance and provide information on what it is doing and
how well it is doing it through financial statements, annual reports and
performance evaluations. This is the basic information needed by
stakeholders to monitor an organisation’s activities and to hold it to account
for its commitments, decisions and actions. It also relates to responding to
information requests.

» Participation. 1s the active engagement of both internal and external
stakeholders in the decisions and activities that affect them. Participation
must allow for change; it has to be more than acquiring approval for, or
acceptance of, a decision or activity.

» Evaluation. In the context of GAR, evaluation refers to the processes
through which an organisation, with involvement from key stakeholders,
monitors and reviews its progress against goals and objectives; it
incorporates learning from evaluation into future planning; and it reports on
the results of the process. Evaluation ensures that an organisation both
learns from, and is accountable for, its performance.

» Complaints and responses mechanisms. The means through which an
organisation enables stakeholders to file complaints on issues of non-
compliance, or against its decisions and actions, and through which it

ensures that these complaints are properly reviewed and acted upon.
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Figure 1 below shows how all four dimensions interact and must co-exist:

3.0 Governance, Legitimacy and Accountability of NGOs

Terms of governance, legitimacy and accountability are directly connected in
a number of ways. Suchman (1995:574, in Lister, 2003:179) has given a broadbased
definition of legitimacy:

“Legitimacy is a generalized perception or assumption that the actions of

an entity are desirable, proper, or appropriate within some socially

constructed system of norms, values, beliefs and definitions.”

In theory we find three types of legitimacy suggested by Scott (1995, in Lister,
2003:179). A fourth type was identified by Suchman (1995, in Lister, 2003:179):
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1) Regulatory: is dependent on conformity with the regulatory institutions,
rules and laws that exist to ensure stability and order.

2) Cognitive: is related to conformity to established cognitive structures in
society.

3) Normative: it requires congruence between the values pursued by an
organisation and wider ‘societal’ values.

4) Pragmatic: is a broad definition of legitimacy which refers to the self-

interest of an organisation’s audience.

Governance 1is referring to the way and the procedures followed by an
organization in order to achieve its goals (Edwards & Hulme, 1995). Furthermore,
governance refers to the vision, oversight, process, independence and accountability
and not to a day to day process. A basic function of governance is the assurance that the
views of the organization are used in a way that help and maximize the achievement of

its mission. A key asset of ENGOs is public trust (Jepson, 2005).

Trust and legitimacy are linked when we are referring to the NGO sector. It is
generated by the belief that individual NGOs act in accordance with what the public
perceives as the qualities and values that characterise the movement. Thus legitimacy is

essential for NGOs governance and accountability.

4.0 Types of Accountability

After defining what accountability refers to we can go a step forward by
examining the different types of accountability that is mentioned in literature during the
decades of NGOs existence and actions.

The United Nations Non-Governmental Liaison Service has formed a dossier
about NGOs and their accountability. Although it refers largely to development NGOs
but the main issues it raises are relevant for all NGOs. In this dossier, accountability is

conceptualised as answering the four accountability questions (Bendell, UN, 2006:5):

1. Who is accountable?

2. To whom?
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3. For what?
4. How?

In the NGO’s case the organization is accountable to its stakeholders®, to
donors, members and stuff. Donors can be both external (governments, foundations
etc) or internal (usually members who contribute with small amounts for a broad area
of activity). A very important aspect of accountability is to themselves, which refers to
NGOs own goals and aspirations, to their vision. NGOs are ultimately responsible to
their vision which is what makes them NGO in the first place (Najam, 1996).

An NGO is accountable to the aforementioned groups mentioned both for its
financial behaviour (where does its income comes from and where and how it is spent)
and for its commitment to the organizational goals and mission. The key to
accountability is to define the right accountability mechanism for the right stakeholder.
Accountability procedures cannot be uniform in all kinds of NGOs (e.g. humanitarian,

development, environmental) (Slim, 2002:11) nor to all kinds of stakeholders.

Accountability may be formal (i.e .an evaluation of whether agreed objectives
have been met) or informal (ongoing discussions between partners) (Edwards &
Hulme, 1996:967).

Avina (1993 in Edwards & Hulme, 1996:967) makes a distinction between
short term functional accountability (accountability for resources, resource use and
immediate impacts) and strategic accountability (accounting for the impacts that an
NGOs actions have on the actions of other organizations and the wider environment).

Najam (1996) uses Avina’s (1993) distinction between functional and strategic
accountability regarding the different audiences NGOs’ to refer to different levels of
accountability depending on the stakeholders they account to: their patrons (who provide
the NGO with goods and services); their clients (to whom the NGO provides goods or
services); and, the organization itself. Najam argues that generally the existing processes
of NGO accountability (see Table 1) are mostly for accountability to patrons, particularly
to donors. Levels of accountability to clients tend to be extremely low. NGOs tend to
focus on their accountability to patrons, very often at the cost of their accountability to

clients, even their own goals and vision (Najam, 1996:341).

%4 Stakeholders are those groups who affect and/or are affected by the organization
and its activities (Freeman, 1984, quoted in AA1000, 1999 and also in Kovach, 2003).

Tandon (1995, in Edwards & Hulme, 1995:967) separate organizations to GROs
(Grassroots Movements) and NGOs (Non-governmental Organizations), and make an
important distinction of accountabilities:

e Downwards - to partners, beneficiaries, staff and supporters

e Upwards — to trustees, donors and host governments

The accountability to multiple stakeholders can create problems for an
organization like having to “overaccount” (because of multiple demands), or being
able to “underaccount” as each overseeing authority assumes that another authority
makes more detailed checks at actions and results (Edwards & Hulme, 1995:967).

Unerman and O’Dwyer (2008:4) use the term holistic accountability to refer to
the definitions given by Edwards & Hulme (2002) and Najam (1996) as ‘a broader
form of accountability for the impacts that NGOs have, or can have, on a broad range
of other organizations, individual and the environment’, along with the term
hierarchical accountability, referring to the short-term, functional accountability
(according to Ebrahim,2003 and Edwards & Hulme, 2002) which ‘favours
accountability to those stakeholders who control access to key resources’.

Spiro (2001) and Keohane (2002) distinguish between internal and external
accountability. [Internal accountability (to members or boards), is often directly
compared to the accountability of states to their electorate, paralleling the difficulty of
voters to effectively monitor or influence governments. Secondly, competition between
NGOs serves as an accountability mechanism as it is easy for members to transfer their

membership at relatively little cost (Spiro, 2001). External accountability mechanisms
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include law and participation in international forums such as those organised by the UN
(Spiro, 2001).

Keohane & Grant (2005:38), mention the importance of the analysis by One
World Trust (2003) on internal — external stakeholder accountability and its
dimensions. In Table 2 are the internal and external stakeholder’s accountability
dimensions and the ways they are reflected in the organization according to the Global
Accountability Project of 2003.

Brown and Moore (2001:585), note that the concept of accountability is not
fixed. There is no given accountability structure that fits all organizations. Each one of
these organizations must be accountable, but the structure of each one’s accountability
will have an essential impact on the strategies they execute. Thus accountability must
be aligned with the strategy that guides the organization. Because of their international
actions, where NGOs are required to do more with less, to act as catalysts for rapid
change, the challenges of reframing and reorganizing their accountabilities will be

central to those efforts.

5.0 NGOs accountability mechanisms

Environmental and conservation NGOs are claiming to represent values and
aspirations of people concerned about nature and the environment. However, NGOs
sometimes give excellent reports, by choosing their most successful results from their
best projects. This practice is dishonest for supporters and holds back organizations
self-analysis and lesson-learning processes. Today NGOs are expected to be part of the
system by finding solutions and convincing supporters that they are a good investment
(Jepson & Caney, 2003). Patrick Moore, co-founder of Greenpeace observed that
NGOs transformed from the early phase of universal appeal and truth to self-promoting
political outfit (Johns, 2000:12).

Christensen (2003:6) using as an example the case of The Nature
Conservancy®, notes some steps that should be taken by conservation programs for

auditing their work. Among these steps there are:

e [terating the cycle of planning, acting, measuring, learning and improving
Although many organizations measure what they do, few measure the effect of their
work.

Mechanisms ensuring accountability for transparent NGOs are full disclosures
about their activities that will in turn enhance public trust (Marshall, 2002 in Tilt,
2004:4). Without access to information, reporting alone is insufficient (Neligan, 2003
in Tilt, 2004:4). An extended review which took place in 2003 (Kovach et al.,2003:32)
about the access to online information and information on member control of
governance for NGOs, inter-governmental organizations (IGOs) and transnational
corporations (TNCs), concluded that international NGOs provide little online
information about their activities compared with other organizations. The report
measured accountability by looking for the public accessibility of certain attributes in

their reporting (see table 4)

wanted to know whether it would be protected for hundreds of years. After the TNC
realized that it couldn’t provide the donor with an answer, it started measuring the
performance, using the important tool of accountability and auditing. It also used the
results for continuing learning and improvement (Christensen, 2003)
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Useful as it might be, this type of accountability mechanism takes for granted

that accountability is the same for any type of organization. As we have already

mentioned this is not the case.

Ebrahim (2003:816) distinguishes NGO’s accountability mechanisms into

five categories:

a)

b)

d)

Disclosure statements and reports. These are the most common used fools
of accountability. They enable some degree of accountability to donors,
clients and members as they make available to the public basic data on NGO
operations. However, these reports emphasize mostly on upward reporting
of financial data, with little reference of the quality of the work of the NGO

and it gives no attention to downward accountability to stakeholders.

Performance assessment and evaluation. It includes various kinds of
evaluation, including performance and impact assessments. There is a
distinction though, between external and internal evaluations. External
evaluations are usually conducted by donors near the end of programmes in
order to assess the extent of achievement of goals and objectives. This is
most of the times, crucial to the future funding of NGOs. Internal

evaluations are made by staff who evaluates their own progress.

Participation. This mechanism distinguishes from evaluation and reports
because it is a process rather than a tool. There are four different levels of
participations: 1) consultation with community leaders and members but
decision-making remains with the project planners ii) public involvement in
actual project related activities iii) public is able to exercise greater control
over NGOs decisions and even hold veto and iv) participation through

social movements (initiatives which occur independently of NGOs projects).

Self-regulation. It refers to efforts made by NGO and non-profit sector to
develop codes or standards of behaviour. However, the process through
which the code is established is crucial for legitimating it. Thus, self-
regulation can improve accountability to funders, communities and NGOs

themselves.
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» Social auditing. Finally, social auditing, together with participation, refers
to a complex process that integrates elements of many accountability
mechanisms mentioned above (disclosure statements, evaluations,
participation and standards of behaviour). Its advantages are internal
management in terms of monitoring performance, enabling of stakeholders
to be considered in organizations values and goals, it can serve as feed back
for strategic planning and organizational learning (Mayo, 1996 in Ebrahim,
2003:822) and it helps NGOs to enhance their public reputation by
disclosing information based on verified evidence. Nevertheless, social

auditing can prove to be very expensive especially on small organizations.

Of these mechanisms Ebrahim (2005:66) again, focuses on the importance of
the evaluation tool which he thinks can prove very important in organization’s learning.
He states that evaluation methods and use provide three insights in NPOs®® and in turn
to NGOs.

a) Evaluations are conducted both for assessing impact or effectiveness and
for satisfying funders. Their importance lies to legitimating
organizational practices and therefore to maintain funding.

b) Evaluation’s framing is crucial to the difference of the conclusion it may
give about organization’s effectiveness®’.

c) Conducting an evaluation does not ensure that the organization will
know how to use the findings to change behaviour.

ActionAid®® is one of the most successful NGOs regarding multi-stakeholders
evaluation. It is doing that by eliminating its requirement for country offices
submission of annual reports to its headquarters. Instead, it implemented “annual
Participatory Review and Reflection Processes” (PRRPs) that aim to improve programs
by examining and sharing successes as well as failures through engagement with

stakeholders at all levels, to analyze and critique programmes (ActionAid, 2000 &

results are clearly identified along with a list of indicators that are to be used in measuring
and verifying progress toward achieving those objectives and results.

% ActionAid is a transnational organization that works on issues of injustice and
inequality that underlie poverty (Ebrahim, 2005).
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2006). It is also one of the international development NGOs that are moving towards
the use of more holistic forms of accountability (O’Dwyer, 2007)

This kind of accountability is often used in social auditing standards such as in
1999 AccountAbility Framework. Nevertheless, too much short term accountability to
funders can hinder NGOs in achieving their missions, referred to as accountability
myopia (Ebrahim, 2005:56).

Another mechanism suggested by Nikolaou et al (2007:18), is the creation of
an accountability report that holds information about financial situation,
environmental and social performance of ENGOs, in two scales: in monetary and non-

monetary® (Nikolaou et al, 2007).

6.0 ENGOs

As far as ENGOs are concerned in particular, Jepson (2005) has attempted to
connect the relationship between ENGOs governance, legitimacy and accountability
into a simple model. The model suggests that the fundamental assets of any ENGO are
socially constructed forms of legitimacy some of which are self created by the ENGO
(e.g. its public profile, history of action etc.) and some of which pertain to public and
societal perceptions of the environmental movement. Accountability then becomes a
process of legitimacy management and development.

Jepson (2005:519) using Scott (2005, in Lister, 2003) and Suchman’s (1995)
approach to legitimacy, accepts that the assets that legitimate an ENGO in the public
domain can be grouped under the terms “regulatory”, “pragmatic” and “normative”
and “cognitive” legitimacy.

e Normative and cognitive assets are based in society and create the social

recognition and support that ENGOs need for their actions. So

% We have to mention though, that social performance of ENGOs has particularities
compared to the other NGOs. In NGOs social accountability refers to their participation
in social matters internally and externally. Internally the organizations implement social
welfare for their stuff (healthy working environment, good salaries etc), while externally,
organizations can fund projects for local society. When considering NGOs in general and
ENGOs, among their stuff we must include volunteers along with paid personnel.
Besides, most ENGOs fund exclusively environmental programs. Therefore, in ENGOs
both funded programs and impacts on society should be taken into account (Nikolaou et
al., 2007).
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legitimating assets include independence from the state, working for the
benefit of a third party (e.g. species, the environment, refugees etc.) that
is, working for the social good, not for profit (Edwards, 2004 in Jepson,
2005:519). The line that separates normative and cognitive legitimacy is
vague though. Nevertheless, public trust in ENGOs is working as a
brand, where the value of the brand is driven by the normative and
cognitive action of ‘brand’ knowledge.

Regulatory legitimacy is an ENGOs compliance with law and the
requirements of official bodies. Pragmatic legitimacy, on the other hand,
refers to the powerful actors (=of value) that an ENGO provides to
immediate stakeholders (e.g. donors or corporations) such as
international organizations like UN or government agency, that will

prove the legitimacy of the ENGO (ibid).

Regarding the terms structural and public accountability, the first refers to

processes and methods of accountability to authorities as well as checking methods,

and the second refers to the public accountability of ENGOs to the parties that they

represent or defend (ibid).

Also, Jepson (2005:522) suggests some steps to be taken in order for ENGOs to
become accountable under their unique characteristics, by developing accountability
regimes that manage forms of normative and cognitive legitimacy (see p.18). This can
be achieved by:

e Examination, honestly and openly, about what legitimates their agenda,
their role and the strategy and the tactics they adopt

e Analyze each legitimating asset of its value along with the obligations
that follow it

¢ Conduct a review of organization practices

e Develop and test new measures that would strengthen public
accountability thus strengthening assets based on public perceptions
(=combinations of peoples participation, education, degree of
information and the way that issues are communicated).

¢ Employment of discourse tools (‘topics to talk about’) in order to hold
stakeholders in active discussion along with promoting debates so as to
give voice to different perspectives and to attract young adults back to

the movement.

Thus Jepson (2005:523) suggests that Environmental NGOs need to adopt
an accountability regime that differs and in the same time it is recognised and
acceptable to other sectors of society and international organizations. This is because
all ENGOs claim their legitimacy from social movements and are trying to maintain
social values such as human-nature relationship. At the bottom line ENGOs will be
accountable to society where their members, volunteers and donors come from
regarding their environmental policy and services. Therefore their accountability

regime must be aligned to ‘movements’ historic roots and successes (Jepson & Canney,

2001:225).
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In the following table, we summarize the main accountability definitions by
author concerning NGOs in general, in comparison with Jepson’s Environmental

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7.0 Transparency

Transparency is one of the core dimensions of accountability and its presence is
determinant in an accountability assessment. Transparency is more a process than a
product. Transparency is a dialogue about what exchanges of information are
appropriate and how fairly to assess that information. How a company decides what
and how to report, who has access to data/information, and how the company responds
to feedback is as important as the raw data itself, collection methods, aggregation of
information, etc. (NGO-Industry Roundtable Workshop, 2001). One World Trust
defines transparency as ‘“the provision of accessible and timely information to
stakeholders and the opening up of organisational procedures, structures and

processes to their assessment”.

7.1 Defining Transparency— Methods of assessing transparency

Access to information lies in the heart of democratic governance. Without it,
people cannot participate meaningfully in decisions that affect their lives. Access to
information along with the participation and accountability it fosters institutional
transparency as well and are recognised as core principles of good governance (IFI
Transparency Resource, 2005).

Transparency of major multirateral institutions such as World Bank and WTO,
has increased significantly over the past decade. NGOs must be more and more
transparent if they ask for credibility and cooperation in global markets. Information
should be revealed by the organization itself, otherwise it could be revealed by others in
negative ways (Grant & Keohane, 2005).

Transparency is fundamentally about empowerment and trust. When external
stakeholders are empowered to make informed choices, corporate behaviour is
influenced. Through transparency, consumers and communities get empowerment and,
in return, the organization builds trust enabling it to manage its affairs more effectively

and efficiently (NGO-Industry Roundtable Workshop, 2001).



According to the 2006 Global Accountability Report (Global Accountability
Report, Blagesku & Lloyd, 2006), transparency is defined by:

“the degree to which policies and systems support public disclosure of

information and enable the organisations to respond to information requests on

decision-making processes and operations that have public impact”.

Usually financial reports, disclosures, access to information are indices of an
organizations transparency. However the best indication of an organization’s

transparency is how it responds when its commitments and policies are actually put to

the test (www.MinistryWatch.com). According to Ministry Watch, an organizations
transparency can be assessed by four items:

1. timelines

2. financials information available
3. foundational clarity
4

. level of cooperation

Basic element of assessing an organization’s transparency is the requirement of
information and the evaluation of the response.

Similarly, the Global Accountability Report 2006 (Blagesku & Lloyd,
2006),Global Accountability Report 2007 (Lloyd et al, 2007), Global
Accountability Report 2008 (Lloyd et al, 2008), argue that good practice in
transparency is connected with disclosure of information and timeframes. This
is divided in Policies” and Systems’'. Thus it is suggested that transparency has
to do with response to all information requests within certain timeframes or
justification of denials, identification of narrowly defined set of conditions for
non disclosure information and an appeals process for denied information

requests.

Thus the indicators for measuring the transparency of an organization, including

ENGOs like the WWF?, in the 2006 Global Accountability Report, are listed as

follows (Table 6):

Again we can see that information disclosure and timeframes of

responds are crucial. It is also essential that if an NGO already has a transparency

policy, this should be widely disseminated and accessible to key stakeholder

groups. The purpose of the transparency policy should be both to provide internal

guidance for staff on what information needs to be made public and how, as well

> WWF international in 2006 Global Accountability Index, ranked second among the
ten assessed INGOs for their transparency capabilities with a score of 35 percent,
using all four element’s indicators named below. It should be mentioned that WWF
International has an information disclosure policy but it does not have commitment to
respond to information requests within timeframes and they should make this policy
publicly available so that stakeholders can hold them accountable for it.




as to communicate to external stakeholders what information they have a right to
access (Global Accountability Report, Lloyd et al, 2007).

Below we can see the Global Accountability Reports (2003, 2006, 2007 &
2008) dimensions-indicators for assessing an organisation’s accountability to

stakeholders:

» Transparency
» Participation
» Evaluation

» Complaints & Responses

Transparency is the provision of accessible and timely information to
stakeholders and the opening up of organisational processes to their assessment.

Participation is the process through which an organisation enables key
stakeholders to play an active role in the decisions and activities which affect
them.

Evaluation is the process through which an organisation monitors and
reviews its progress against goals and objectives, feeds learning from this back
into the organisation and reports in the progress.

Complaints and Responses are mechanisms through which an organisation
enables stakeholders to make complaints against decisions and actions, and

ensures these are properly reviewed and acted upon.

8.0 Discussion

The theoretical framework mentioned above shows clearly that
organizations that assess accountability (such as One World Trust, MinistryWatch
etc.) agree that an organization is considered accountable to external and internal
stakeholders if:

» A disclosure of information such as financial reports is available to
the public
»  The NGO allows participation of the public to its decision making

Processes



»  The organization has a performance —evaluation process that
enables it to improve

»  There is a complaint — response mechanism available for the public

To this we see a correspondence of one of the main writers of NGOs
accountability. Ebrahims suggestion of an accountable organization consists of:
»  Disclosure statements and reports
»  Participation
»  Performance assessment and evaluation
>

Self regulation and social auditing

To this Jepson’s research on Environmental NGOs (2005), revealed that to

the above these organizations should:

»  Examine honestly and openly what legitimates their agenda —
evaluation

»  Develop new measures that strengthen public accountability —
Disclosure/ financial reports

»  Develop continuing debates and discussions in the public domain, on
the state of the environmental movement and finally — participation +
evaluation + complaint & responses

»  Engage more fully the public constituencies of Environmental NGOs

(grass root opinions, moral values, etc) — evaluation + participation

The common elements of accountability are easily distinguished. So we can
take it a step further by stating that evaluation and transparency corresponds to what
Jepson refers to as structural accountability, when participation and complaints and
responses correspond to Jepson’s public accountability. All these dimensions we
can say that are under what Jepson names cognitive accountability (=related to
conformity to established cognitive structures in ‘society’,(Suchman,1995, in Lister,
2003:179)), which creates the social recognition and support for ENGOs role and
actions” and “which resides in the public sphere” (Jepson, 2005:519). And as we
have seen, public trust is a crucial element of Environmental NGOs as they deal

with a common good such as the environment.

Review of the literature made clear that transparency is depending mainly
on four characteristics:
1. Respond to all information requests within a certain timeframe
2. Justification of denied information requests
3. Definition of conditions for non disclosure of information
4

Existence of an appeals process for denied information requests.

We find these indicators common for Ministry Watch, for Global
Accountability Reports 2003, 2006, 2007, 2008 and for AccountAbility 1000. On
the other hand Transparency Template Questionnaire does not use the timeframe
indicator. Instead it assesses highly the disclosure of information on the website of
the organization among the stakeholder groups. Nevertheless, again the processes,
the structures of authority, the legitimacy and governance, the participation
(referred to as ‘public collaboration’) are considered crucial indicators for

transparency.



Similarly, literature showed that accountability is defined by four dimensions
1. Transparency
2. Participation
3. Evaluation
4

Complaints & Responses

To these indicators the Global Accountability Report 2003, 2006, 2007 &
2008 along with Jepson and Ebrahim agree.

The difference to Environmental NGOs, according to Jepson, is that they
must be true to their values, to their grass-root opinions, they must enjoy public
trust, defend moral values and have active discussions with their stakeholders.

This brings us to the second main difference of Environmental NGOs to all
other sector NGOs is that they deal with a public good that everyone has a legal and
moral right to enjoy””. That is essential for understanding the importance of
participation of the public, of full disclosure of information to the public, and the
importance of member’s opinion.

Thus, apart of the usual questions of accountability (participation,
membership, transparency, evaluation) a new group of questions has to be
introduced in this ENGOs assessment tool. These should refer to the organizations
values and beliefs and in what way they are integrated in the organizations day to

day operation, including their staff’s commitment to these values.

ABSTRACT

The growing number of organizations that declare commitment to Corporate Social
Responsibility (CSR) in Greece and publish sustainability reports referring to their
relevant initiatives and actions, has motivated academics and other researchers to
investigate the nature and degree of CSR implementation. The main issue is whether
CSR contributes to sustainable development or not. In order to find an answer to this
question, in the present paper, the results of all recent surveys about CSR have been
examined and analyzed. The main findings are that a) the degree of CSR adoption in
Greece is very limited, mainly by large companies and b) their main incentives to
adopt CSR are the improvement of their public image and place in the market and
creation of a good climate regarding their employees. In conclusion, CSR
implementation in Greece is still in its infancy and there are a lot to be done to change
organizations perception and application of CSR, under the growing pressure of
citizens towards socially responsible organizations.

Eco-Responsibility Label: An Environmental and Biodiversity
Management Tool for Small and Medium Enterprises of North
Aegean of Greece

ABSTRACT

The Eco-Responsibility Label is a SME-friendly voluntary tool for the environmental
management and protection of local biodiversity. It was developed by the Biodiversity
Conservation Laboratory of the Department of Environment of the University of the
Aegean in Greece, through the BIOBUS programme sponsored by the European
Union and the Region of the North Aegean. The Eco-Responsibility Label is aimed at
businesses and organisations in the North Aegean region of Greece that operate in or
near to sensitive ecosystems and those that implement environmentally responsible
behaviour and acknowledge the value of maintaining a healthy environment in the
North Aegean area. The main goal of the Label is to promote healthy business
environments for the SMEs of the region in order to enhance their productivity thus
leading to an improvement in the living standards of local residents. Thirteen SMEs
from the islands of Lesbos, Chios, Samos and Ikaria have joined the Label. The basic
obstacle in promoting the Eco-Responsibility Label in the area stem from the
difficulty of SMEs to survive and therefore the environment and local biodiversity are
not a priority, unless they are legally obliged. Moreover, the local SMEs face
problems arising from the insular character of the region. The Eco-Responsibility
Label could be easily implemented in both the private and public sector. In addition, it
could be applied in SMEs in other areas of Greece facing similar socio-economic
problems with those of the North Aegean region. In order to achieve viability of the

Eco-responsibility Label, a Management Scheme has been developed.

Introduction

What characterises SMEs from other firms is the lack of dominant market position,
the less well defined management structures and the fact that there is no support from
a parent company (Andersson, 1998). However, economically SMEs represent the
vast majority of enterprises in Europe. They produce a large share of the total value
added generated and offer a high number of work places and generate income for
families. Socially, SMEs represent important players in social networks at the local
level and offer training/ education for workers. Environmentally, SMEs use a
substantial amount of material and energy and generate a high amount of waste,
emissions and effluents (Hitchens et al., 2005; Kuhndt, 2004). Therefore, their impact

on the ecosystem in general and on biodiversity specifically, could be substantial.

Biodiversity supports the world we live in, and provides the raw materials and natural
assets for many businesses. Farming, food processing and retailing, brewing and
distilling, pharmaceuticals and petrochemicals, printing, manufacturing and
engineering, all obtain direct economic benefits from the use of biodiversity. Efficient
and sustainable use of biodiversity is crucial to the continued success of these
industries (Earthwatch Institute, 2002). Biodiversity plays a significant economic,
social, and cultural role in the lives of many people, particularly indigenous and local
communities. Preserving biodiversity is not just an aesthetic or strictly environmental
concern; biodiversity is also a business. Agriculture, pharmaceuticals, forestry,
fisheries, and tourism are all key areas that are strongly dependent upon biodiversity,
attracting the attention of industry researchers and investors. Management of
biological resources can have a positive or negative effect on biodiversity and the
ecological services that sustain life. Competing human needs lead to habitat
destructions and as a result in the loss of numerous known and unknown plants and
animal species. Nonetheless, commercial interests can play a role in biodiversity
conservation. Ethical and commercial questions are raised from the increasing
interaction and interdependence between local cultures and modern science in the
sphere of biodiversity conservation and utilization (Global Biodiversity Institute/

International Institute of Tropical Agriculture, 2000).

The value of biodiversity can be divided into four related areas (Earthwatch Institute,
2002): a) Economic- providing raw materials, food, fuel and fibre, b) Ecological-

providing services such as flood moderation and disease control, c) Aesthetic-



providing places of recreation, relaxation and inspiration and d) Ethical- conserving

biodiversity to benefit future generations.

The main objective of biodiversity conservation is to preserve naturally occurring
ecosystems, communities and native species. Biodiversity conservation must look
beyond species to the ecological units that maintain them. Sustaining these larger
elements helps to protect a large number of species and their interrelationships.
Biodiversity management deals with the identification and location of activities in less
sensitive areas, the minimisation of impacts where possible and the restoration of lost

diversity where practical (CEQ, 1993).

In the long term, biodiversity helps to maintain a healthy and stable environment in
which a business can operate. It is also protected by law in a number of ways.
Businesses which fail to address biodiversity issues, and end up harming either local
habitats or the ecosystems which supply raw materials, may find themselves liable to
prosecution and fines, loss of market share or bad press. But conservation is more
than just keeping within the law. Biodiversity is now an issue of political concern to
society in general not just to the conservation lobby (Earthwatch Institute, 2002).
There are two major categories of biodiversity business: businesses that conserve
biodiversity indirectly, through the production of related goods and services and

businesses that capture demand for biodiversity directly (Bishop et al., 2006).

Small Medium Enterprises and Environmental Management Systems

In order to eliminate the problem of environmental pollution, enterprises are being
forced to implement environmental protection practices and to improve their
environmental performance. Moreover, they are forced to report the environmental
impacts arising from their activities (Makrinou et al, 2008). International
environmental regulations (e.g. the Montreal Convention, the Kyoto Protocol,
Restriction of the Use of Certain Hazardous Substances in EEE (RoHS), and Waste
Electronics and Electrical Equipment (WEEE)) and the environmental awareness of
consumers play a key role in the adoption of an Environmental Management System
(EMS) by a business (Chen 2008). In addition, stakeholders demand greater
accountability on environmental matters from enterprises (Halila, 2007). Like all

businesses, SMEs are obliged to follow environmental practices in order to minimise



their environmental impact (Makrinou et al., 2008). Hillary (2004) mentions that
legislation and regulators are the most important factors affecting environmental
performance. However, consumers and employees influence the environmental

performance of SMEs (Hillary, 1999).

Enterprises actively adopting environmental management and green innovation in
their operation gain benefits such as waste production minimisation, increased
productivity, improvement in overall productivity, improved corporate reputation, and
as a consequence, enhancement of corporate competitiveness. Pollution is the result of
inefficient use of resources. It is said that companies pioneering in green innovation
are more likely to have the first mover advantage and thus, can charge high prices for
their green products and gain competitive advantages. Nevertheless, enterprises
engaging in environmental management avoid stakeholder protests about
environmental protection, improve their corporate images, develop new markets, and
increase their competitive advantages. Besides, enterprises may become more
competitive by embodying the concept of green products in the design and package of

their products (Chen, 2008).

A business can conserve biodiversity easier in the case that it depends directly on
biodiversity to operate and survive. When this is the case, the business owner and
managers can be easily persuaded to invest in biodiversity management. To date, the
main drivers of business investment in biodiversity conservation today are legal
requirements and informal pressure from investors, shareholders, local communities
and / or NGOs. The reasons for investing in biodiversity are to obtain the ‘social’
license to operate, relationships with employees, communities and regulators, and the
influencing of policy making. In general, for most business sectors and companies,
biodiversity conservation remains a responsibility, an obligation or a cost, rather than

a profit centre (Bishop et al., 2006).

Barriers of SMEs for EMS Implementation

An enterprise is recognised as having a formal EMS when it engages in a formal
certification process, nevertheless, many enterprises may have adopted
environmentally friendly practices such as recycling, waste management or energy

conservation in their operations without engaging in formal certification processes



(Hillary, 1999). EMS such as ISO 14001 has been described as a useful tool for larger
companies. However, it has been considered as unsuitable for SMEs since it does not

take into account their viewpoints and attitudes (Zobel, 2007).

SMEs face a number of external and internal barriers in their effort to implement an
environmental management system. They lack the expertise, training and resources to
do such an investment. SMEs are isolated and lack access to information on
environmental innovation (Halila et al., 2007). Therefore, their understanding and
perception about EMS is low and most have a negative attitude and company culture
that considers them unnecessary. The complexity of EMS makes them hard to
implement. Most SMEs have multi-tasking staff that lack the time and expertise to set
up such a system. Moreover, the cost of certification is high. In most EMS, there is
little understanding of the SME business case. The financial benefits usually long-
term and uncertain however there is pressure to upgrade the quality of technology,
management and marketing. SMEs face particular difficulty in undertaking the initial
environmental review and identifying the significant environmental aspects (Raynard
and Forstater, 2002; Hillary, 2004). Finally, most SMEs have to be innovative just to
survive. Many are also struggling to keep pace with the continuous improvements in
products, technologies, skills training, and business processes they need to remain
competitive. Thus, EMS implementation may not be attractive (McKeiver and

Gadenne, 2005).

Approaches to Facilitate Environmental and Biodiversity Management

Implementation in SMEs

Zobel (2007) mentions that four categories of different approaches have been
developed to assist EMS implementation in SMEs: a) incremental approaches with
rewards on the road towards certification b) mentoring c) standardized solutions for
EMS implementation and d) joint EMS and group certification. Nonetheless, most
existing biodiversity business tools are project specific and focus on helping
businesses comply with permitting processes. Therefore, the large number of
guidelines related to a) Biodiversity and Impact Assessment, b) Integrating
biodiversity into management systems, ¢) Biodiversity Action Plans (BAPs) and d)

Biodiversity indicators for business (Bishop et al., 2006). SMEs should be further



engaged in the management of biodiversity, giving them opportunities for innovation,
employment, community cohesion and conservation. Nevertheless, bio-tools need
more work (Frentz, 2006). It has to be considered that the SME sector is not a
homogenous sector but is characterised by its diversion and heterogeneity (Hilary,
2004). For that reason, the Biodiversity Conservation Laboratory of the Department
of Environment of the University of the Aegean developed a voluntary tool for the
environmental management and protection of local biodiversity, that takes into
consideration the special characteristics of the SMEs and the area of the North

Aegean: the ‘Eco-Responsibility Label’.

Standards, Certification and Regional Environmental Standards and Schemes

Standards define minimum criteria based on the company’s actual performance,
processes or outcomes. Most standards and schemes give companies a structured
system to assess their environmental impacts, achieve ways of reducing these impacts,
comply with relevant environmental legislation and realise continual environmental
improvement. Certification processes themselves differ between schemes. The level
to which they address biodiversity is related to the standard itself as well as to the
expertise of the certifying body or person, who may not necessarily have the
ecological and biological experience needed to adequately evaluate biodiversity
related issues. Certification is an environmental claim that a company/product obeys
certain standards and regulations. These claims can be communicated to a company’s
stakeholders through labels and/or declarations by a company that they comply with
specific standards. A label is often used by a company on its products as a ‘guarantee
of quality’, informing stakeholders about the environmental properties of the product
and/or a company’s environmental policy and management (Business and

Biodiversity Research Centre, 2006).

Several Regional Standards and Schemes for environmental management and
biodiversity protection have been developed (Business and Biodiversity Research
Centre, 2006). Reviews on regional standards shown in Table 1 reveal that most were
developed in the United Kingdom. Furthermore, the Wildlife Trusts Biodiversity
Benchmark is the only scheme that supports biodiversity improvement. However, the

other standards help enterprises to manage the quality and distribution of wildlife



habitats as a part of their criteria. They also contribute to the conservation of

biological diversity by developing measures that promote habitat diversity and the

conservation of forest fauna and flora and demonstrate compliance with

environmental requirements and some are related to EMAS, ISO 14001, and HACCP

standards.

STUDY AREA

The region of the North Aegean of Greece has there provinces: Lesvos, Chios and
Samos including the islands of Lesvos, Lemnos, Agios Efstratios, Chios, Inousses,
Psara, Samos, Ikaria and Fournous with an area of 3,836 sq.km. According to the
2001census, the total population of the region is 204,108 inhabitants, with 108,294,
52,290 and 43,574 inhabitants in the provinces of Lesvos, Chios and Samos
respectively (NSSG, 2006).

The main economic activities in the North Aegean are connected to the primary,
secondary and tertiary sectors. Primary production consists of agriculture, fisheries,
livestock breeding and aquaculture and partially supplies material for the
manufacturing activities. The region’s cultivated areas are 2.5 times greater than the
country’s average. This is the result of the high percentage of specialized tree crops
production such as olive cultivation mainly in Lesvos and the cultivation of citrus and
mastic in Chios. Livestock breeding is a vital activity of the region. Animal numbers
and dairy products are on the increase. Although horticultural production has
improved, it does not yet meet local requirements. Along with the major exporting
agricultural activities are viniculture (Samos and Lemnos) and cereal cultivation
(Lemnos). The secondary sector is restricted to food and drink production. It includes
the manufacturing of primary sector products and traditional products such as ouzo,
handicrafts (handmade pottery, textiles, woodcuts, etc), and wood and other non-
metallic products construction. The tertiary sector is the most significant and dynamic
part of the region’s economy. It consists of trade, the public sector and tourism

activities. Tourism is the single most important exporting sector, although it is less




developed compared to other islands of Greece. Chambers of commerce, companies
of the prefecture’s self-administration and the hotel unions are the main corporations
that support the enterprises of each economic sector (Htouris, 2005). According to the
Chambers of Commerce of the North Aegean (Lesvos, Chios and Samos), enterprises
belong to one of the following sectors: a) Manufacturing, b) Commerce, ¢) Tourism

and d) Other Professionals.

The North Aegean region has been facing serious issues in the economic sector, in
human resources, infrastructure and environmental matters. The area is described as
one of the least developed not only in Greece but also at the EU level. It is
characterised by its insular character and is quite isolated given the distance
separating it from the mainland. There are evident difficulties in transport and
communications while the productivity of the region is low. There is a high rate of
unemployment indicating the inability of the region to attract new workers and
increase production capabilities. Even the tourist sector which is well-developed, is
below average in comparison with other regions. Promotion of new and innovative
products or services is obstructed by the low research and development level. In
addition, the region’s population is decreasing and the average age is one of the
highest in Greece. The average level of education is low and young people usually
move away from the region either in search of jobs or for studies. The infrastructure
level including hospitals, educational institutions, sports centres and cultural
infrastructure is well below the average of Greece. Energy production is difficult and
sometimes not viable. There are few efforts to make use of alternative sources of
energy. Although the level of biodiversity is high, it lacks water resources. Waste
management is limited creating local problems with environmental degradation

(North Aegean Prefecture website, 2008).

It is evident that specific tools and approaches are required to overcome the problems
of SMEs and facilitate the promotion of innovation in challenged areas such as the
North Aegean. These tools should take into consideration the specific characteristics
of the region and SMEs. Their task should be to develop SMEs’ internal operations
and to communicate their progress in a verifiable manner to relevant stakeholders

(Evangelinos et al., 2007).



Eco-Responsibility Label

The Eco-Responsibility Label is an environmental and biodiversity management
system, aimed at businesses and organizations in the North Aegean that operate in or
near to sensitive ecosystems, that adopt environmentally responsible behavior and
acknowledge the value of maintaining a healthy environment in the North Aegean
area. It was developed through the Biodiversity Resources for Innovative Business
Development (BIOBUS) Program, co-funded by the European Union and National
Resources. The BIOBUS Program (2006-2008) is aimed at the creation of innovation
centres, information and dissemination of new enterprising opportunities, the
systematic study, investigation and coding of all enterprising opportunities created at
a regional level, the implementation of selected innovative initiatives of new
enterprises, aimed at the production of new products utilizing natural resources such
as biodiversity in the islands, and at specific investments for new enterprises and
production of new products. The partners involved were: the body of the Region of
the North Aegean, the Chambers of Commerce of Lesvos, Chios and Samos, the
University of the Aegean, the Co-operative Bank of Lesvos-Lemnos and the Business

Consultancy Company, Synthesis Itd.

The Eco-Responsibility Label has four main goals. First, it aims to provide an
efficient business tool for environmental improvement and local biodiversity
management. Second, it seeks to promote enterprises that adopt environmentally
responsible behavior. Third, it aims to inform and sensitize society (e.g. consumers,
employees, etc.) and lastly, it encourages environmentally responsible enterprises to
join the NAIAS Responsibility Label, an SME management tool for Corporate Social
Responsibility developed by the Biodiversity Conservation Laboratory of the

Environment Department of the University of the Aegean.

SMEs can benefit by joining the Eco-Responsibility Label in several sectors such as:
cost reduction on various enterprise operational levels (raw material, energy, water,
waste etc.); new product presentation in the market (e.g. environmentally friendly
products); improvement of business image and reputation (especially important for
retail, product exportation and services); direct response to big enterprises demanding
environmental and social performance from their suppliers (e.g. tour operators, big

retail chains etc.); attraction and retention of employees feeling proud of the company



they work in; increase of consumers interested in environmentally responsible
products and services and preparation of the business for other management systems

such as EMAS and ISO 14001.

Material and Methods

The Eco-Responsibility Label is a SME friendly environmental management system.
It is a step by step procedure that helps a business to promote its environmentally
responsible behavior to consumers, stakeholders and society. However, it can also be
an effective tool for improving business environmental performance. The Eco-
Responsibility Label consists of a user-friendly manual comprising 40 questions
concerning environmental and local biodiversity management. The target questions
that an enterprise has to answer are consistent to known standards such as ISO 14001.
However, the Eco-Responsibility Label goes one step further, containing targets of
environmental improvement concerning biodiversity. The subject matter of the forty
questions cover: Environmental Policy, Personnel, Environmental Planning,
Implementation, Checking and Review, Public, Customers and Stakeholders,

Standards and Information Resources, Suppliers, Local Society and Biodiversity.

There are four main steps in order to join the Label represented in Diagram I. Firstly,

the enterprise has to complete an application accepting three basic conditions:

1st Condition: Acceptance of fully legislative compliance

2nd Condition: Acceptance of 10 Fundamental Principles
Principle 1: North Aegean ‘Responsible Area’

Principle 2: Continuous Improvement of Responsibility Performance
Principle 3: Transparency & Stakeholder Respect

Principle 4: Respect of Human Rights

Principle 5: Respect of Labour Rights

Principle 6: Opposition to Peonage

Principle 7: Opposition to Child Labour

Principle 8: Opposition to discrimination at work

Principle 9: Stress on Prevention of Environmental Problems



Principle 10: Development & Spreading of Environmentally Friendly Technologies &
Practices

3rd Condition: Description of Management’s Vision

Within six months, the business undergoes an inspection and the manager and staff
are interviewed and it is established how many out of the forty environmental
questions of the Label are being followed or may be in the future. According to its
capacity, each business has to accomplish a number of questions described in the
user’s manual each year in order to be certified (Table 2). After year four, the SME
enters the NAIAS Corporate Social Responsibility Label. Since most of SMEs have
limited personnel, lack of time and expertise to manage their environmental concerns,
the inspector also has a business consultant role providing help on environmental
matters, but also does all the necessary paper work that an EMS demands for
recording the environmental performance of the SME. The inspector prepares the self-
assessment report for the SME which has to be approved by the manager and
thereafter is sent to the governing body of the Label. An auditor which is also an
academic member from the Department of Environment of the University then
conducts an audit at the SME (within six months), the successful completion of which
leads to the certification of the SME and the awarding of the Eco-Responsibility
Logo. In case of a business failing to meet the full requirements, the appropriate
amendments must be made within two months with the assistance of the inspector
from the Eco-Responsibility Label. A further audit is then carried out before

certification is awarded.

The Eco-Responsibility Label was promoted through a number of meetings and
speeches with local businesspeople, by newsletters distributed during the meetings, by
means of the BIOBUS website (2008) and at Regional Development events at the
North Aegean Region offices. The primary objective was to initialize a ten member
pilot group of SMEs to test the Eco-Responsibility Label and to create a core of
companies that could attract others to join the Label. For that reason, seven meetings
with businesspeople were organized to promote environmentally responsible
behavior. Five meetings took place in 2007 in Chios, Lesvos and Samos, one meeting

in 2008 in Lesvos and one meeting in 2009 in Ikaria.

Results and Discussion

During the promotion of the Eco-Responsibility Label, various difficulties arose.
Through the meetings that took place, it was evident that the correspondence of the
SMEs to the invitation was rather low, especially in Samos. The fact that SMEs are
struggling to survive, environment and local biodiversity is not a priority unless
legally obliged to do so. Although certification to the Label could bring benefits

related to SMEs’ environmental performance, most of those participating in the



meetings were reluctant to join the Label since this would not lead to a recognized
certification that could make it easier to sell their products or services. In addition,
they were unwilling to pay even a small fee for the expenses of the Label. In Ikaria,
the turnout at the meeting was rather high, however, only one business was willing to
join the Label. Some SMEs were not even able to meet the legal criteria to join. Some
felt that there should be financial support to join. All the above reveal that the main
reasons for an SME to join an environmental label are direct economic benefit and
regulations. The majority of the SMEs joining the Eco-Responsibility Label was
either from the tourism sector or related to production of organic products. Tourists
nowadays are increasingly looking for environmentally friendly destinations and
therefore hotel owners and other tourist attractions need to demonstrate their
environmental practices. SMEs involved with organic products show and follow
environmentally friendly practices and are more willing to adopt an EMS. There are
currently thirteen companies participating in the Eco-Responsibility Certification

(Table 3).

During the implementation of the Eco-Responsibility Label, some disadvantages
linked to the insular character of the region were met. As previously mentioned, the
area is less developed than the mainland, and measures like recycling are not in place
and in some islands even not possible. Shipping expenses are high preventing
businesses to send waste to recycling centres. Moreover, environmentally friendly
products are hard to find and are usually expensive. Finally, there was limited or

difficult and often expensive connection between the islands.

The Eco-Responsibility Label could also be easily implemented in both the private
and public sector of the region. It could further be applied in SMEs in other areas of
Greece facing similar socio-economic problems with those of the North Aegean. This
can only be done however by creating partnerships with universities or other similar
initiatives of the Regions. Possible areas where the Eco-Responsibility Label could be
used as a SME Environmental Management tool are in the East Aegean, the

Peloponnese and Crete.

Furthermore, a recognition scheme can be a useful tool for supporting sustainability
within a region and thereby helping promote the region (Mossberg et al., 2003).

Certification schemes that link with management systems tend to incur higher costs to



enterprises but are still considered important when reviewing recognition schemes
(Honey & Rome, 2001). Furthermore, such a linkage is necessary for building scheme
credibility. Literature indicates that an umbrella association owns the majority of the
schemes investigated. Also, some schemes are government owned. Usually, the
schemes are separate and independent units under the owning association. The key
criteria for a successful scheme are: a) Multi-stakeholder involvement, b)

Transparency c¢) Credibility, d) Quality and e) Simplicity (Mossberg et al., 2003).

Hence, in order to continue the Eco-Responsibility Label it is essential to establish a
Management Scheme. This could be a non-profit organization earning sufficient
revenue to be able to cover costs and provide for necessary investments, and excludes
paying dividends or providing revenues to shareholders. The mission for the scheme
will be to promote the region overall and to modernize and promote innovation
among the SMEs of the region. The management body should be characterised by
multi-stakeholder involvement including the private and public sector. The main
structure of the Management Scheme should have the following structure: a) The
board that will be able to elect representatives with the major role to decide upon
policy for the benefit of the Label’s members and their primary concern being that of
environmental responsibility. They will also supervise the Label body and manage
suggestions, complaints and objections of the members, b) a Label Body that will
certify, audit and consult businesses and c¢) the members coming from a wide range of
the business world that will be able to identify issues and make suggestions for

actions and outcomes to benefit their relevant sector.

Funding of the scheme should come from various sources such as EU funded
programmes, public and private sector organisations, academic sponsors, government
sponsors in terms of CSR, charities and partners along with the certification fees. The
latter should vary according to the size and revenue of each enterprise. The
sponsorship could be in any of the following forms: financing for the Label’s
management expenses, financing SMEs to join the Label or the provision of technical

support and equipment.

Conclusions



Some SMEs are managing their own environmental and social impacts in a well
structured way, however the majority lack awareness of their environmental and
social impacts and the management of such issues (Hitchens et al., 2005). Markets
have started showing interest in biodiversity friendly products and services. This trend
gives opportunities for sustainable use of biological resources by the private sector
and community-based enterprises offering enormous benefits for society. The users
and owners of biodiversity will have an incentive to protect and sustainably use these
assets only if biodiversity is transformed into economic value. The government has a
key role by providing sufficient policies and support. In addition, involvement of
NGOs and the academic sector is significant as they can support in capacity building
activities and further conduct research in new values for biodiversity. The challenge is
to go beyond diminishing impacts and find ways to make biodiversity conservation
yield a sustainable economic return. As this is achieved, private sector enterprises can

become stewards and protectors of biodiversity (BIOTRADE, 2002).

The Eco-Responsibility Label, developed at the University of the Aegean aims to
promote healthy business environments in local SMEs in order to enhance their
productivity. This label is consistent with the more widely known EMAS, ISO 14001
and EU eco-label certifications. It is a good start for small local companies (mostly
active in agriculture, agro-industry, construction and tourism) that do not have the
financial and human resources to obtain international certifications. The special
characteristics of SMEs and the Region of the North Aegean act as a drawback for
Eco-Responsibility Label Implementation. SMEs are facing survival issues and
therefore, the environment is not a main concern. This label could be used as one of
the instruments of the region for economic sustainable development. An increase in
the region’s productivity means improvement of living standards of local people. The
way to improve the productivity of businesses, and specifically of SMEs, is by
introducing proven technologies, management techniques, and systems of

organization.

Abstract

In the 80s the development of an Environmental Management System (EMS) was
sufficient for an organization in order to demonstrate its commitment to
environmental protection. Lately however, a shift has been observed from
environmental protection to the issue of environmental sustainability and from



economic performance for shareholders to sustainability performance for
stakeholders. Industry needs therefore to redefine the adequacy of EMS as tools for
the assessment of its environmental performance and to find other applicable tools
more relevant with the sustainability framework. Those tools should address issues of
broader time and space scales, such as material utilization and material scarcity, water
and energy utilization, impacts to world scale environmental problems etc.

In this work, the development of an easy to handle methodological framework for the
reliable environmental sustainability assessment of an industrial facility-process is
proposed. The derived tool gives qualitative and quantitative results for the
environmental performance of an industrial facility-process, and enables its temporal
and spatial comparison. The issues examined in the framework include the material
utilization and material scarcity and the water and energy performance, whereas the
biodiversity implications and the socioeconomic impacts from the operation of the
industrial facility-process are under development. The methodological framework
could be modeled through the development of the relevant software that enables its
easy generalized application. As a case study, the derived methodological framework
and the relevant software is applied to a mining industrial facility.

The chemical industry can be held accountable for numerous large scale accidents
which have led to the release of dangerous hazardous materials, pollutants and toxic
chemicals into the environment, two well-known examples being the Union Carbide
Bhopal disaster and the Three Mile Island tragedy). To ensure environmental
protection and the Health & Safety (H&S) of communities, the chemical industry has
voluntarily adopted integrated management programs such as the Responsible Care
Program., The theoretical body of relevant literature attempts to explain the origin of

the Responsible Care Program (RCP) through socio-political and economic theories.



At the same time, the empirical research examines the ways in which various factors
affect the choice of the chemical industry in their adoption of the RCP. This paper
contributes to the debate by examining the challenges and barriers faced by the Greek
chemical industry when adopting RCP, the environmental and H&S issues that prevail
and finally, the extent of participation of stakeholders in the planning of RCP in the
sector.

Summary

Sustainable development is considered a global goal, the achievement of
which has been interrelated in the international fora (especially at the three major
conferences on environment and development, at Stockholm, Rio and Johannesburg)
with the necessity of new partnerships between states, international economic
organizations (IEOs), the private sector and other stakeholders (NGOs, local
communities etc.)

The realization of the global or/and transboundary nature of environmental
problems has led to the rise of new non-state actors in the environmental governance.
Due to this progress several major changes have taken place in the environmental
governance setting aside the theories of state sovereignty and exclusive jurisdiction of the
state at its territory.

The environmental policy is nowadays exercised not only by the traditional form
(state — national legislation — integration of international conventions in the national
legislation), but also by the international economic organizations (IEOs) and the private
sector through the sign of investment loans and financing agreements.

The IEOs constantly increase their impact on the evolution of international
environmental law by supporting initiatives for international action, by lobbying during
international conventions’ negotiations and by implementing internal policies and
practices — according to international standards, principles and conventions — in the
international financing for development.

This paper aims to identify the most important environmental policies,
practices and initiatives of the IEOs. Furthermore, it aims to make some useful
conclusions on the role which the IEOs may play in the promotion of sustainable

development.

Abstract

The construction sector is considered to be one of the most important economic
sectors both worldwide and for the Greek economy. Furthermore, it is one of the most
demanding consumers of raw material, energy and water. As a result, the
development and use of relevant tools and methodologies for assessing its
environmental performance and sustainability is of major importance for governments
and engineers, especially following the trend for sustainability reporting. In this paper
some of those tools-methodologies are presented, followed by specific case studies in
order to examine the benefits and the limitations arising from their use.
